 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that it shall be the responsibility of the President, or his/her 

designee, to keep current on proposed bills to determine which may affect the College and provide testimony as 

deemed necessary and appropriate. 

 

 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the President shall advise the Board of testimony given; and whenever 

possible and as necessary, said testimony will be routed to or discussed with all Board members for their input prior 

to the final version being developed.  All members shall receive a copy of the final version.  Said testimony shall be 

delivered by the person or persons designated by the Board Chairperson.
